Article VII – Section 1 (g)

g.
It shall be the responsibility of the individual club to insure the integrity of its 
charter. Prior to submitting a charter, the individual club’s leadership should have 
verified all of the information on the charter is current and valid. With this in 
mind, the following procedures are to be used by the Credential Committee Chair 
when verifying submitted charters:
a. The Credentials Committee shall verify a club’s membership by randomly calling or contacting by electronic means 10% of that club’s membership.
a. If more than 20% of the first randomized selection verification fails, then the Credentials Committee shall randomly select another 10% and repeat the verification process. 

a.    If the second attempt to verify the club’s submitted charter fails then the club’s charter is on hold. 

b. The Chair shall notify the club’s President and Secretary that their club’s charter is on hold. They are to both be notified by a phone call and an email, and the email is to include these procedures.

c.    From the point at which the Committee Chair has spoken with the last of the two offices of the club, the said club has seven (7) full days to resubmit their charter in email.

d. At this point the Credentials Committee is to verify the club’s membership by randomly calling or contacting by electronic means 10% of the newly submitted charter. 

b. If there is no action on the behalf of a held charter, or if a charter which was resubmitted after being on hold fails to verify, then the said club is at that time chartered with a base 10-person club. The club is only to be charged the fees for 10 members, and any additional money which was sent in is to be refunded.
